If you can answer the code on our sixth cache you get a raffle ticket for our model railroad set.

We can accommodate special “Speeder Car” rides for your group. Let us know at least two weeks in advance, on first come first serve basis.

Collect the Art of Depot Days at the Andrew House in the downtown. We have local artists in glass, photography, painting and stitchery waiting to meet/greet our guests. Two local book authors join them. All items are available for sale.

Highlights of Depot Days in Brooklyn weekend include:

· Speeder car rides- ride a former railroad maintenance vehicle on the train tracks. Unlike train cars pulled by an engine, speeder cars travel independently and are powered by gasoline engines. Tickets for ½ hour ride on a C&NW track are on sale in the downtown at the tracks during the festival. Rides leave on the hour. $6 adults and $3 children under 12 (3 and under no charge and must ride on an adult’s lap). Advance tickets can be purchased during the festival at the site. Our hobbyists come from all over Wisconsin, Illinois, Iowa and Ohio area.

· Commemorative “Depot Days in Brooklyn” collectors’ button featuring a local teen’s artwork for $2. Purchase a raffle ticket to win a 145-piece Wooden Trains wooden train set for $5 and receive the button. On sale at the community building main site and at speeder rides downtown at the railroad tracks.

· “Jump Around” inflatable rides while you wait for your Speeder ride, supports local non-profits.

· Pick up your “Nature Passport” at the community building downtown, which includes a migratory and non-migratory checklist and maps of three local wildlife-viewing areas and wildlife checklist.

· Free admission for model trains that will fill the local community center; Rusty Rails from Waukesha, Sandhouse Crew from Fitchburg and Roger Bartell from Monroe with his amazing Janesville to Monroe line through history. Wooden train sets on a table and floor in the children’s play area.

· Treasures can be found at the village wide garage sales on Saturday, throughout the community.

· Support the local non-profit organizations by enjoying all their food. Methodist Church bake sale/concessions in the community building and the Fire/EMS pancake breakfast Sunday from 8-11am at the fire station at the west edge of the village on Hwy 92.
